Inspiring Reflective and
Innovative Self-directed learners

Inspiring Reflective and Innovative Self-directed
learners (IRIS) adopts the Play-Reflect-Ideate-Innovate
learning protocol to promote student reflection and
innovation. IRIS involves two learning experiences —
Mass Brain Activities (MBA) and CodelT!.

SELE-DIRECTED LEARNERS

During MBA, students PLAY board games, REFLECT
on their strategies and IDEATE enhancements to the
playing experience. Based on peer feedback, they
will then continue to refine, improve and INNOVATE
through game modifications. Offline board games
are still valuable as they offer opportunities for tactile
learning and social-emotional development.

CodelT! consists of two stages - beginning from
CodePlay, students PLAY with logic reasoning robots
to solve puzzles. Then, they will learn more about
coding skills and artificial intelligence when they
progress to CodeBuilder. Students are taught to
identify problems, INNOVATE and IDEATE solutions
and REFLECT on them.
